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	Three Hurt in Gun Shop Explosion

Two men and a woman were injured in an explosion just before 11 a.m. Monday at a Smyrna gun manufacturing plant.

The blast happened at the Glock Inc., building in the 6000 block of Highlands Parkway, off of South Cobb Drive.

One of the victims suffered critical injuries and was taken by air ambulance to Grady Memorial Hospital. Fire officials said that victim suffered third degree burns over most of the body.

The two other victims were transported by ground ambulance to local hospitals. Officials did not know who suffered the most serious burns.

The blast, which amounted to a flash fire, happened inside the plant.

"It was in the test firing area where they test fire new weapons. That's in the area in which it occurred," said Smyrna Fire Chief Larry Williams.

The area had no supplies of gunpowder, however, Chief Williams said it is possible that a spark from some machinery ignited the residue from spent ammunition.

The plant's sprinkler system and fire suppression system in the test firing range immediately doused the flames.

The facility in Smyrna assembles and test fires all Glock pistols that are imported to the United States from Austria. 
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
